Utilities

ELECTRIC ELECTRIC UTILITY

s-1: - High-pressure crimp sleeves were not utilized at the overhead service connection. Client 
should consult with the local power authority for complete evaluation and upgrades.

s-2: - Service entrance conductors from the power pole to the house were in contact with tree 
limbs. Contact the local power authority for tree trimming needs.



Exterior/Balcony/Chimney

EXTERIOR WINDOWS  WINDOW CONDITIONS

s-3: - Any window with comfort seating where in individual could potentially lean back on the 
window must be tempered safety glass. Occupant safety hazard

Exterior Electrical

RECEPTACLE CONDITIONS

s-4: - All exterior receptacles must be GFCI protected for occupant safety. Consult with a licensed 
electrician for improvements.

Garage

GARAGE OPERATOR BUTTON

s-5: - Garage door opener operator button was installed at a height that is lower than 
recommended. This can allow for easy access by small children who may activate the door in unsafe 
conditions. We recommend that the operator button be installed at an approved height.

Laundry

LAUNDRY  CABINETS/COUNTER TOPS

s-6: - Laundry room cabinets were missing appropriate cabinet screws. Cabinet screws should be 
installed to help prevent pull out of the cabinets when loaded.

HEATING HEAT SHIELD

s-7: - A heat shield is recommended below all horizontal gas furnaces. This will help prevent fires 
at wood platforms.

Unit #2

HEATING HEAT SHIELD

s-8: - A heat shield is recommended below all horizontal gas furnaces. This will help prevent fires 
at wood platforms.



Plumbing

WATER HEATER(S) GENERAL CONDITION

s-9: - The hot water heater temperature exceeded 120°. While this temperature may be tolerable 
to most individuals. Anything over 120° could be considered scolding. We recommend the hot water 
heater temperature be lowered to a nominal safe level.

WATER HEATER(S) GAS LINE

s-10: - A gas leak was detected. Consult with a licensed plumbing contractor for further evaluation 
and repair.

Interiors/fireplace/stairs

FOYER/HALLWAY GENERAL CONDITIONS

s-11: - Carbon monoxide detectors are needed at all levels of the home. Contact a qualified 
handyman to install missing detectors.

s-12: - Functional carbon monoxide detectors are needed within 15 feet of all bedroom doorways. 
Consult local building authority for location and manufacturers guidelines for installation.

FIREPLACE DETECTORS

s-13: - Combination/smoke and carbon monoxide detectors are recommended in rooms that have 
installed fireplaces. Detectors will function as an early warning device in the event of a fireplace with 
drafting issues.
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
